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Snow !
We certainly had an unusual snow event.  After receiving many calls about the snow, we thought it would be good to reiterate what you should expect from our snow removal contract.  CS Lawn provides our landscaping services and snow removal.  They are contracted to clear the snow in the parking lots behind the parked vehicles whenever there are 3 or more inches of snow.  They will also clear the sidewalks if requested to do so and at an additional cost.   They guarantee snow plowing within 12 hours after the snow ends.  

Under blizzard conditions (10 inches or more), snow clearance immediately behind and between vehicles will not be performed, the 12 hour response time is excluded and a bobcat will be used upon request and at a rate of $125 per hour.  There is no guarantee that sidewalks will be cleared.  

The Board chose to spend additional money after the “big” storm to clear the critical sidewalks and clear some of the large snow piles.  However, we were very happy to see that many residents didn’t wait for CS Lawn to respond before helping to clear the snow from walks, digging out vehicles and clearing paths to the mailboxes.  That is exactly the neighborly spirit needed when we are confronted with such situations.  A huge THANK YOU to all of you who helped your neighbors!  
From a budget point of view, we allocated $2,000 for snow removal and have spent $2,700 to date.  

Please note that Anne Arundel County is responsible for clearing Bay Dale Drive and Bay Dale Court – and also for trying to cover up our cleared sidewalk areas!

WATER LEAKS
There have been several instances of residents with water leaks from the last storm. Some have been due to simple caulk failures, like around the bay window copper roofs, and some due to ice dams.  However water enters the structure, it will run down the framing and eventually pool on floors or ceilings.  Where the water shows up is usually not a clear indicator of where it came from.

Our melting snow and ice during the day and freezing at night causes ice dams.  There was a good article in the Capital newspaper on February 13th in the Homes section on ice dams. If you see ice covering your gutters and icicles hanging from gutters and facia boards, you probably have an ice dam that can cause water to seep under your roof shingles and damage the inside of your home.
